Real Time Enforcement 

Unique to WebSpec is the ability to verify confor-

mance to defined requirements through the innova-

tive use of integrated real-time testing and measure-

ment of quality data.   

Integrated Data Collection Engine (DCE) pro-

vides an interface for personnel to enter  and to 

view test and sample data. 

Product and area specific testing means that the 

DCE only displays the tests to be executed on a 

specific product at a specific processing opera-

tion.  

Collected test and sample data is checked 

against control and specification limits, and the 

DCE provides alarm limit violation notification 

to the user, in addition to triggering a non-

conformance event. 

Managing Specification Adherence



WebSpec makes it possible to track each non-

conformance event, including ability to categorize, 

assign, and validate its cause, and assign a disposition 

Non-Conformance & Corrective Action 

WebSpec tracks all deviations from requirements 

and provides the ability to categorize each discrep-

ancy, assign and validate its cause, assign a dispo-

sition, and assess its potential for re-occurrence, 

thereby triggering a Corrective Action.   

Permits handling of multiple instances of the 

same non-conformance, and will track each 

unique discrepancy of the same part individu-

ally (one-part-to-one discrepancy or one-part-

to-many discrepancies). 

Can be integrated with Enterprise Resource 

Planning (ERP) and other peripheral business 

systems to trigger work orders and other com-

mercial documentation. 

Corrective Action Execution 

WebSpecôs Corrective Action Execution (CAE) 

ñcloses the loopò on non-compliant events by docu-

menting the actions taken to contain, isolate, and 

correct a noted discrepancy. 

Tightly integrated with Non-Conformance to 

provide seamless handling of discrepancies. 

Provides ability to review disposition of non-

conforming materials for merit, designate prior-

ity, and assign for investigation and action. 

Provides complete documentation of status and 

actions pending, priority, responsibility, etc.
